Candidates are allowed to enter any polling station, any counting centre and the principal
counting centre to observe the polling and counting proceedings. The candidate would need
to submit a duly completed Oath of Secrecy form (original signed and attested copy) at the
first polling station he visits (or the first counting centre if he did not visit any polling stations
in the course of Polling Day).

Candidates may board the vehicle transporting the sealed ballot boxes from any polling
station to any counting centre. He must submit the duly completed and signed Indemnity
Form for Participation in Observing the Transportation of Sealed Ballot Boxes to the election

officials at the polling station he wishes to board the vehicle from, before 6pm on Polling Day.

Only one person per candidate is allowed to board the vehicle to observe the transportation
process. The candidate will have priority over his polling agents.
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
